Daily Cholera Update [12 June 2010]
Highlights
Index cholera cases were admitted in Moroto Hospital on 21 April 2010 in the 16th Epidemiological week. 
Results from 4 specimens taken to Central Public Health Laboratory were positive for Vibrio Cholerae 01 bacteria.  
Up to date, all the 11 sub counties in the district have reported at least a suspected case.

The sub-counties reported cases this week included North Division, South Division, Nandunget, Katikekile, Lopei, Lokopo, Matany, Lotome, Irriiri and Rupa

Highlights:
· As of today 12 June, 2 new cases had been admitted (see table below). 
· A total of 664 cases including 11 deaths (CFR = 1.6%).  

· Patients on admission are 3; 3 in Moroto hospital; 0 in Matany CTC and 0 in Kidepo CTC.

Descriptive epidemiology:

On 12 June the incidence of cholera continued to flatuate but is slowing dying down outbreak. This is certainly a down ward trend. Below is the graphic showing daily incidence.
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Decline is as well notice in all sub counties, attributable intensified public health response and commitment of the sub county task force to containing the spread of Cholera. Below is the graphics

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Conclusion:

The current outlook depicts further decline in the incidence. Hard lining communities are to in full spirit participating in risk taking activities which facilitate transmission of cholera. In most communities laxity in the response by the working groups and gaps in the exit strategy has resulted responsible for poor sustainability of most of the initiated interventions. Task force meeting have been postponed for now 2 weeks and there is limited interests to keep them going despite many observed vulnerabilities in the field
