	Min3/2010-Communication from the chair
	· On an introductory remark the chair person said this was going to be last meeting of the year
· The Food Security situation in the District according to observation during the mid season assessment has remained stable. This is indicated by the reluctance of the community to express need for food support on the course of the assessment and increase in the prices of items like fire wood, charcoal and livestock.
· Next assement that the district is preparing for is the Crop Production survey which result will add on to the findings got during the Food Security And Livelihoods and Household Economy Assessment done by FAO.

· All the partners are assumed to be having already the mid season Assessment report for Kotido.
Reaction:-

· Fear was expressed for the time for carrying out the crop production survey because of the festive season which was already  at hand.In response it was said that this is more of technical survey which is going to be done to establish what quantities. This requirement for the time is very important.
· Clarification of crop production survey, mid season assements was made indicating that mid season Assessment is done at the middle of the year when crops are at flowering stage, meanwhile crop production Survey is done at the end of the production season. These two assessments are normally done every year.

· This second assement is more technical and looks at what   farmers have harvested already. As a way foreword  in future this assessments should be done in time  so that we are able to capture detailed information in the field  at the right  time when farmer have not yet harvested.

	· Scrutiny was done page by page.
· Clarification about the contingency plan for Kotido District was raised but it was put foreword that the officer in OCHA who has been handling it was not present.

· Concerning Goat disease out break in Abim Distirict, a meeting was held in Jinja on vaccination against neglected diseases which are will to address issues of Contigious Caprine Pleuro Pneumonia, Peste des Petits, Ruminants. Vaccines are already allocated and diagnostic kits and lap tops for field staff are going to be provided. No confirmatory diagnosis was made about the disease as off now.

	5-Partners Updates
	WFP:-
· Finished the General Food Distribution programme, which was an intervention under emergency.

· Looking foreward to implementing the new project which will target the extremely vulnerable individuals and Food insecure households. It will continue working through the KPAP groups. 
· Health and Education programme will continue running.

ADRA:-

· Implementing APFS with funding from FAO.

· Activities so far done consist of Planning meetings, Season long calender, VSLA.

· Propagation garden piping system has been improved.
· Two of the groups are using the propagation garden.
· Giving Support to resettling communites of Panyangara and Nakapelimoru in Kangorok resettlement. This is an iniatives of the community of Jie to settle together with the Nyakwae

· Settlement Plan has already been drawn.

· 1000 people are expected to settle there in the 1st phase and another 1000 people in the 2nd phase.

· Over 30 acres of Land has been Identified for an Health unit, a school and other social services.

· Called upon the sector to come in and look for an appropriate way of supporting this initiative which was started by the community.

· Planning to have a visitation meeting for all the sectors in the  District .
KDDS:-

· Its  a new entrant in the Sector

· Going to concentrate their interventions in Kacheri Sub County, this selection was made following a survey conducted in 2010.
Reactions:-

· Member sought to know the selection criterior which was used .

· In response it was put forward that this was because the sub county was so isolated and less support

Mercy Corpse:-

· Food Store construction in Kacheri Sub County has been completed and will be handed over to the communities.
· Stores in Kacheri Sub County are for now filled with groundnuts, Simsim, sunflower and sorghum.

· Cattle market rehabilitation is complete and already at the verge being handed over to the district.

· Looking foreward to Supporting Tractor services for Kacheri Sub County at cost sharing basis.

· Farmaculture gardening training intended to address issues of water conservation was done.

· Going to hold a peace meeting between the Karimojong and neighboring tribes in Adilang, this will involve the Dodoth,Jie and Acholi.

· Lost gardens of Cassava due wild fire in Moruitit

OXFAM:-

· Launching a 3 year programme funded by Irish Aid which will be implemented through Community Based Organisations.
· Supported the vaccination of goats against Contagious Caprine Pleuro Pneumonia in Kotido District, reports are being compiled and will be shared.

WVI:-

· General Food Distribtion for the year 2010 ended.

· Integrated Food Security And Livelihoods component in the Education project in Lopuyo and Nakapelimoru.Harvest got  in Lopuyo were better than in Nakapelimoru.

Uganda Red Cross:-

· No FSAL related activities done on the course of the year.

· FSAL programme for 2011 will target Loletio and Rikitae in Panyangara Sub County, this will involve seed distribution and water for production.
· Will cover Kacheri and Lobanya under Disaster Risk Reduction in 2011.

FAO

· Supporting the implementation of 88 Agro Pastoral Field Schools through Caritas Kotido (36), ADRA Uganda (36) and SCIU  (16).

· Expecting A visit from the New Emergency and Rehabilitation Coordinator  FAO Uganda on the course of the month.
