1. Kitgum District

New cases 
· Since the 27th of December, No new case was reported in the district. 
· By 4.00 pm today, 29th of December, the isolation unit was still empty.  

Cumulative cases
· In Kitgum district the cumulative number remains 65 cases.

Cases in isolation
No case in Kitgum Hospital’s isolation ward. 

Deaths
· No new death reported. 
· The cumulative death remained at 12, with nine (9) health facility based and (3) community based deaths. One of the cases was a resident of Puranga Sub-County in Pader District. 
· The Case Fatality Rate stands at 18.5%. 

Response
· The District Taskforce and its sub-committees are active on the ground. 

2. Agago District

New cases
· Yesterday the 28th there were 2 admissions 
· Today the 29th of December, one case was admitted by the time of making this report 4.30pm.   

Cumulative cases
· In Agago, the cumulative number increased to 63 cases.

Cases in isolation
Currently there are 13 cases admitted at Kalongo Hospital’s isolation ward. 

Deaths
· No new death has been reported.
· Cumulative death remains at 16, with eight (8) health facility deaths and (8) community deaths. 
· Case Fatality Rate stands at 25.4%.

Response
The District Taskforce and its sub-committees are active on the ground. 

3. Gulu District
New cases
· No new case reported since the 24th of December 2010 when a suspected case was admitted in Gulu hospital 
Cumulative cases
The cumulative cases in Gulu increased to six. 

Cases in isolation
One case is in isolation unit of Gulu Regional Referral Hospital. 

Cumulative deaths
The cumulative death in Gulu remains at one. 

Response
· Hospitals and District Rapid Response Team are on alert. MSF Spain is currently rehabilitating the Gulu hospital isolation unit, which should be completed soon. 

4. Lira
