*Three (03) of the cases one (01) death reported in Gulu originated from Kitgum; and (12 cases with 3deaths) reported in Kitgum originated from Lamwo district. Nine (9) cases with one (01) death reported in Kitgum originated from Pader district.
1. Situation Update

· A total of 224 cases including 53 deaths have been reported from 14 districts in Northern Uganda as of January 17, 2011. A total of 10 patients are currently admitted in the isolation wards in Kaabong hospital and Karenga HCIV, Kaabong district and Yumbe hospital in Yumbe district.  The affected districts include: Abim, Agago, Kitgum, Kaabong, Kotido, Lamwo, Arua, Lira, Pader, Gulu, Nebbi, Napak, Dokolo and Yumbe. There were no new admissions in all the affected districts.
· A total of five cases from four districts (Abim [Morulem sub-county]; Agago [Wol sub-county]; Lamwo [Padibe West]; and Kitgum [Namokora sub-county]) have been confirmed to have Yellow Fever. The cases were confirmed by PCR (2 cases); robust molecular sequencing (1 case); Ig M (1 case); and immunohistochemical testing (1 case). 
· Four suspect cases have been reported from two new districts of Dokolo and Yumbe. The two cases in Dokolo district were reported from Kwera and Kangai sub-counties, while the ones from Yumbe originated from Kuru and Romogi sub-counties. Samples have been obtained for testing in UVRI.  
· It has been observed that the current case definition captures suspect Yellow Fever cases but additionally, in areas that have high endemicity for HBV and cases of HEV; these cases will be captured as well. Hence, there is need to prioritize testing for HBV and HEV at UVRI in addition to testing for Yellow Fever and other differential diagnoses.

· A total of 996,180 doses of the Yellow Fever vaccine arrived in the country on January 11, 2011. The vaccination for Yellow Fever is scheduled for January 22nd to 27th, 2011 in Kitgum, Abim, Lamwo, Agago and Pader districts.

2. Coordination
· A total of 996,180 doses of the Yellow Fever vaccine arrived in the country on January 11, 2011. The vaccination for Yellow Fever is scheduled for January 22nd to 27th, 2011 in Kitgum, Abim, Lamwo, Agago and Pader districts.

· Training of national level supervisors and micro-planning for Yellow Fever vaccination are underway this week.

· The Ministry of Health with support from WHO and CDC travelled to Kaabong district on January 11-14, 2011 to support investigations and response to the suspect cases being reported in the district.
· The next national task force meeting is expected scheduled for January 18, 2011. 

3. Case Management

· Supportive care of suspect cases is currently on going in the affected districts using the revised Yellow Fever case management guidelines. There is a pathologist on standby to perform autopsies for all new suspect Yellow Fever deaths in the affected and at-risk districts.
4. Surveillance, Laboratory, Vector Control and Environmental health
· Active surveillance is ongoing in the affected districts as well as the other districts at risk.
· Investigation and specimen collection is currently ongoing for all newly identified suspect cases in the affected districts.
5. Social Mobilization and health education

· The Ministry of Health is currently issuing regular Press statements to update the public on the current situation and guidance on prevention of Yellow Fever. 

· Public information activities are ongoing in the district and national levels.
 Planned Activities
· The next task force meeting is scheduled for today January 18, 2011
· Mass vaccination for Yellow Fever in the districts of Abim, Agago, Pader, Kitgum and Lamwo is scheduled for January 22 to 27, 2011.
· Training for national level supervisors and district micro-planning for Yellow Fever vaccination is underway this week.
6. Support Needed

· Further commitments from government and partners to support the national Yellow Fever response plan.
· Mobilize additional resources for the other outbreak response interventions including social mobilization and public information; case management and surveillance.
7. Travel Advisory
· In spite of the outbreak of Yellow Fever in Northern Uganda, there is no evidence to warrant restriction of travel to or from this region. It would however be advisable for travelers to and from this region to be protected against Yellow Fever by vaccination.
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
