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KEY PROTECTION ISSUES
The district and particularly the department of Community Based services witnessed good working rapport with a cross section of partners in ensuring the safety of children and women, amongst which were  the organizations/bodies such as unicef, IRC, URC, OCHA, UNFPA, Kotido Magistrate Court, UNOHCHR,  Police, Prisons, Community leaders to mention but a few.
The department participated in both Child protection planning and planning with partners organized by Unicef Office Moroto In the month of April, 2010.
Many other activities were executed to include receipt and mediation of cases, follow up of cases of defilement, registration of Street Children in kotido Town council, support to Child protection activities in the three sub counties of Kotido, Town Council and Rengen in which Child protection meetings and referrals where made.
The department also held a meeting for community leaders on case management for a period of one week in the month of May as 87 people fully participated with funding from UNICEF.
Child and Family units of the Police at the district level, Kotido Market post, Kotido sub county Police Post and Rengen Police Post were facilitated by the office of community based services with funding from UNICEF.

	Violence exerted on Children especially the incident of the 24thApril/2010 where it was reported that about 6 or more children were feared killed by the Army.
	Sexual abuses especially defilement which continued to unfold itself yet the perpetrators are within the communities. Of the many defilement cases received within the Months of March and May, One case remained volatile as the victim is now on referral for a pineal operation on considering the grave injury caused which greatly affected the uterus. A nurse from Kotido health Centre assigned to take 8 year old Girl to Soroti Regional referral Hospital for assessment by a Consultant Gynecologist for further operation which takes a period of 6 months according to the Medical Doctor-Philip Olinga.
	Juvenile delinquents remained wanting as offences by Children have continued to manifest themselves. As a result, one Child was referred to Kampringisa for rehabilitation for a period of one year.
	An incident of hailstorm occurred in May destroying 207 buildings and about 1042 persons were affected, ten pit Latrines destroyed. URC was able to provide none-food items to about 150 households and later on the office of Prime Minister and the ministry of Disaster preparedness was able to distribute food items to most families that were affected.

Key note
	Emphasis should be put on the safety of and protection of the innocent persons within our communities. The state should abide by the constitution which calls for outright deviation from all sorts of violent abuses and which at the same time are dehumanizing in nature like for the killing of the innocent persons in Rengen.
	Approach taken to disarm persons in Karamoja should be revisited so as to take into consideration the safety of the innocent lives.
	Need to mobilize funds to attend to emergency such as defilement, rehabilitation to remand homes etc.
