	Agenda Item 1:

Update report on Cholera 

· Moroto; the down trend of cholera in Moroto was interrupted by a slight peak following the recent rain.
· As of 22nd of June there were a cumulative of 604 cases and 9 deaths giving a CFR of 1.5%.

· Kotido; the outbreak in kotido continued without significant reduction. Indicating still a high risk of propagated outbreak

· As of 22nd of June there were a cumulative of 254 cases and 07 deaths giving a CFR of 2.3%.
· Wataku and Patongo villages contribute for 62% of the cases 
· Amudat; The outbreak in Amudat remains at large with very few partners active in the district. All the three sub counties have reported cases.
· By the 22nd of June there were a cumulative of 80 cases and 2 deaths giving a CFR of 2.5%

· Palisa District; outbreak reported starting from June 3rd total of 41 cases and 2 deaths (CFR 4.9) reported todate
· Initial cases linked to the unsupervised burial of Index case
· Kayunga district; 20 cases and 1 death reported from 14-20 June 2010. The cumulative case to date stands at 50 with 7 deaths (CFR 14%)
· MOH team still in the district supporting response

· Butaleja District; a cumulative of 25 cases and 1 death (CFR 4%). 

· The outbreak is insidious and is fairly under control 

· Tororo District; a cumulative of 40 cases and 10 deaths tororo district has the highest CFR of 25%
· The district is still reporting cases
