*Three (03) of the cases reported in Gulu originated from Kitgum; and (6 cases with 3deaths) reported in Kitgum originated from Lamwo district. Nine (9) cases with one (01) death reported in Kitgum originated from Pader district.
1. Situation Update

· A total of 187 cases including 48 deaths have been reported from 10 districts in Northern Uganda as of December 28, 2010. A total of 14 patients are currently admitted in the isolation facilities. The affected districts include: Abim, Agago, Kitgum, Kaabong, Kotido, Lamwo, Arua, Lira, Pader, and Gulu.

· There were no new results from CDC Atlanta but previous testing conducted by CDC-Atlanta confirmed four (4) positive cases of Yellow Fever (3-positive by robust molecular sequencing; and one (1) positive by IgM serology). 

· In Agago, a cumulative of 60 cases with 16 deaths (8 deaths in HF & 8 community deaths) has been reported as of December 28th, 2010. There were two new admissions; hence 10 cases are currently admitted in the isolation ward.  All admitted patients are stable and improving on treatment. The most recent death occurred on December 26, 2010; in a patient who was transferred to the isolation ward from the medical ward on December 26, 2010. 
· In Kitgum, there was no new admission to the isolation ward in Kitgum Hospital on December 27, 2010. All the three cases were discharged December 27, 2010 hence there are no cases admitted in the isolation ward currently. 
· In Abim, there were no new admissions on December 27, 2010 to the isolation facility in Morulem HCIII. The most recent death occurred December 26, 2010. There is currently one patient admitted in the isolation ward.  
· In Arua, no new cases have been reported. 

· In Lira, no new cases haven identified and all the patients have now been discharged. 

· In Kaabong, two new cases were admitted from Karenga sub-county at the border with Kitgum district. Three patients are currently admitted in the isolation ward. The most recent death was occurred in a patient from Karenga sub-county and occurred December 27, 2010.
· In Kotido, a typical case was identical two weeks ago by Kanawat HCIII; the patient originated from Lokitele Parish, Kotido sub-county. Supportive treatment was given and the patient improved. Active surveillance in the area has not yielded additional cases from the area.
2. Coordination
· There was a national task force meeting today December 28, 2010. During the meeting the National Response Plan for Yellow Fever was presented to the Partners for purposes of resource mobilization. 
· The Ministry of Health and the Office of the Prime Minister have initiated the process of requesting for a supplementary budget from government to support the response.

· The Offices of the Presidency and the Prime Minister have been engaged to support national response to the Yellow Fever outbreak in Northern Uganda. 

· The Ministry of Health is finalizing the ICG form for onward submission to ICG.
· The next national task force meeting is scheduled for January 4, 2010.

3. Case Management

·  A pathologist has gone to Kaabong district to conduct a postmortem and collect tissue specimens from the recent death in Karenga sub-county.
· Case management is ongoing in the affected districts.
4. Surveillance, Laboratory, Vector Control and Environmental health
· The surveillance sub-committee is scheduled to meet December 29, 2010 to update the surveillance response plan.
· Surveillance activities like daily health facility reporting, active case finding in the communities and updating the line lists are currently ongoing in the affected districts 

5. Social Mobilization and health education

· The Ministry of Health issued a Press release on December 27, 2010 to update the public on the current situation and guidance on prevention of Yellow Fever. 

· Public information activities are ongoing in the district and national levels.
 Planned Activities
· The next task force meeting is scheduled for January 4, 2010
· Filling of the ICG forms is currently ongoing and will be finalized today (December 28, 2010).
6. Support Needed

· Mobilize adequate resources for procurement and deployment of Yellow Fever vaccines

· Mobilize additional resources for the other outbreak response interventions including social mobilization and public information; case management and surveillance

7. Travel Advisory
· In spite of the outbreak of Yellow Fever in Northern Uganda, there is no evidence to warrant restriction of travel to or from this region. It would however be advisable for travelers to and from this region to be protected against Yellow Fever by vaccination.
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
