	· In some of the parishes VHTs were engaged while in other places there were no VHTs on the ground hence challenge in mobilisation.
· We received a box of condom, but didn’t receive test kit consignment due to shortage which we hope in the future we might be in position to work hand in hand with the HIV focal Person

· Long distances to the referred health centers to receive medication prompting many clients to buy septrin from shops and fail to respond to appointment days scheduled for them in the health center.
· Shortage of condoms for distribution to the clients has created a big gap as a preventive means for scaling down HIV/AIDS spread in the community.

· Congestion at the health facilities due to the high numbers of clients on ART treatment and yet other health centers have the structures but are under utilized 

· Sexual reproductive health services like  regarding family planning mostly favors female clients rather than the male 
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
