The completeness of reporting declined to 83%. The districts of Kaabong, Moroto, and Nakapiripirit scored 100% reporting. Kanawat HC III located 2 kms from Kotido town did not again report and has consistently not reported over the past couple of weeks. Abim district this week failed to provide surveillance report. 

Kalazar: 1 case of Kalazar was reported in Nakapiripirit this week

Neonatal Tetanus: No cases were reported this week
Measles: No case of measles was reported this week. 

AFP: No case of suspected AFP was reported this week. 

Dysentery: Suspected dysentery outbreaks were reported in Kotido and Nakapiripirit. Kotido this week reported double the incidence while Nakapiripirit reported increased number of cases in Loroo. Samples for further analysis have been forwarded from the 2 districts to CPHL.
Malaria: The incidence of Malaria declined during the week but has remained above the past year average. There continues to be an upward trend in Moroto and Kaabong but a very gradual increase. The overall decline can be attributed to none reporting by Abim district which has in the past weeks report the highest attack rates. Fig 1 illustrates malaria incidence in the region

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As shown in Fig 2 below, there is a further 9% decline in the incidence of Malaria attributable to mainly none reporting by Abim district. Moroto district reported a 5% decline in the attack rates

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Dysentery:

The incidence of dysentery recorded a 7% increase in the number of cases. With Abim not reporting this could have been a significantly higher increase. Kotido reported a 126% increased. Most of the cases in Kotido were from Rengen and Kacheri. The surveillance team investigated the suspected outbreak and referred samples for further analysis to CPHL. Poor sanitation and person hygiene and water scarcity are responsible for spread of diarrheal diseases including dysentery
