· Completed the rehabilitation/construction of one block of staff house with 4 units and ecosan dry toilets at Odek HC lll 
· Substantially completed  2 blocks with 4 units each and ecosan dry toilets in Awach HC lV are, the contractor is left with correcting defects (replacing the locks and internal doors and working on minor defects on the floor). 

· Bidding and assessment for the construction of one block of 4 units staff house, 4 stance pit latrine with a bath shelter and installation of solar power on maternity ward at Kal-Ali HC ll is ongoing.

· Renovation of OPD roof hit by a tree in Awach HC lV is substantially completed, the contractor is left with painting the fascia/verge boards as per the contract agreement and bill of quantities
