The completeness of reporting for this reporting week was 98%. Four of the five districts in the region score 100% completeness. Kotido scored 88% completeness.

Malaria: There was a marginal increment (5%) in the incidence of malaria in the region. Abim & Kaabong reported the largest increments while Nakapiripirit reported a 10% drop in the incidence. The incidence is however comparable to that in the past year. Fig. 1 below illustrates the incidence signified by a stiff rising gradient

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Dysentery:

The incidence of dysentery increased by 11% compared to the past week. High Dysentery incidence in the region is associated with poor sanitary conditions and inadequate hygiene practices.
