AFP: One suspected case was reported in Moroto district. The specimen has been referred to UVRI for further analysis.

The completeness of reporting for this reporting week remains at 98%. The districts of Kotido, Kaabong and Nakapiripirit scored 100% while Abim and Moroto scored below 100 but well above 80% complete reporting

Malaria: The incidence of malaria increased sharply during the week. Compared to the past week this is 18% increment in malaria prevalence. This can be attributed to seasonal variation and low use of ITNs distributed in the past months. Moroto and Kaabong reported the highest number of cases. 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Dysentery:

The incidence of dysentery decreased marginally this week. The districts of Kaabong and Nakapiripirit reported high cases while there was a sharp decline in Moroto. As shown in Fig 2 below, Compared to the past year this in a significant decline. No specific factor can be associated to this decline.
