The completeness of reporting improved to 99%. The districts of Kaabong, Moroto, Abim and Nakapiripirit scored 100% reporting. Kanawat HC III located 2 kms from Kotido town did not report and has consistently not reported over the past couple of weeks. The Surveillance team are due to follow up with the management. 

Kalazar: 1 case of Kalazar was reported in Nakapiripirit this week

Neonatal Tetanus: No cases were reported this week
Measles: No case of measles was reported this week. 

AFP: No case of suspected AFP was reported this week. 

Malaria: The incidence of Malaria declined during the week but has remained above the past year average. Moroto, Abim and Nakapiripirt have continued to report high cases. There are no specific factors to explain the decline though the region is currently undergoing a period of prolonged dry spell.

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As shown in Fig 2 below, there is 11% decline in the incidence of Malaria. Except for Nakapiripirit and Kotido, most districts registered a decline.

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In Abim, there has been a decline but the incidence remains above the past year average. Compared to the past year this is a 24% increase in the incidence. The DHT through the Rapid response team are investigating and study the situation including accuracy of records, ITN use at household level and availability of drugs. Apparently there are reports that some families passed on the ITNs distributed last year to boarding school children leaving the under fives and rest of family members exposed. Anti malarial are available in most of the health units. Fig 3 below illustrates the trend in the incidence of Malaria in Abim district.

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Dysentery:

The incidence of dysentery recorded a marginal decline. Moroto and Kotido reported the highest cases. Dysentery is an indication of the prevalence of infectious diarrhoea and is the commonest associate with poor sanitary condition of living.
