The completeness of reporting for this reporting week was 93%. This week only Nakapiripirit districts scored 100% complete reporting. The decline in reported can be attributed to the busy polio campaign in the region.

Malaria: This week the region registered marginal decline in the incidence of malaria that began to rise in week 21 comparable to the past year. The increased incidence is mainly due to seasonal rains and limited protection from Malaria carrying vector. The decline in completeness of reporting could be responsible to the decline in the incidence. Below is the graphics
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Dysentery:
