Analyst: Uganda's LRA Leaders Must be Captured to Stop Killings (VOA)

Uganda's Lord's Resistance Army rebels have crossed into Central African Republic after fleeing a multi-national offensive against their hideouts in northern Congo Kinshasa. An Uganda analyst for the Washington-based Enough Project predicts the group, known as the LRA, will continue killing and spreading terror unless the organization's top leaders are captured.  

According to reports from the Central African Republic capital Bangui, LRA fighters ambushed an army patrol last Friday close to the country's border with Sudan and Congo-Kinshasa. 

The army says one of its officers was killed and another soldier was wounded in the attack. Central African Republic soldiers fired back, killing an unknown number of rebels and chasing the rest back into Sudan.

The government dispatched extra troops to the remote region last month to protect against an LRA incursion that had been widely expected since mid-December when Congolese, South Sudanese and Ugandan forces launched an offensive on the LRA.
The group's leader, Joseph Kony, his commanders and several-hundred foot soldiers escaped from their bases in northeast Congo, slaughtering hundreds of people in nearby villages. They are now believed to be scattered across 40,000 square kilometers and looking for the next safe haven.  

An Uganda analyst for the Washington-based Enough Project, Julia Spiegel, says Kony, who was indicted with four others by the International Criminal Court in 2005, formed the Lord's Resistance Army primarily as a rebellion against the perceived marginalization of the northern Acholi people in Uganda.

But Spiegel says the LRA has long been a movement with no defined ideals or goals other than to spread terror. Although the December military assault has been sharply criticized for unleashing an LRA bloodletting spree, Spiegel says she believes the regional armies made the right decision to go after the LRA leadership.

"There was a need to do something aimed at apprehending those key LRA leaders indicted by the International Criminal Courts. They are the mastermind behind their operation. They are the ones who use fear and terror to keep all of these other fighters behind them. Now, what we ended up seeing was a poorly planned and poorly executed operation," she said.  

Spiegel says better intelligence gathering, coordination and rapid response capability are needed to capture Kony and his lieutenants. She says only their capture will enable the foot soldiers to lay down their weapons.

"You have got young men and women, who were abducted when they were nine, 10, 11 years old," she said. "They were forced to do terrible things to their families and communities and all they have known ever since is living in the bush for basic survival and killing. So, as far as getting out of there, it is really daunting because they are terrified. If you cut the head off the snake, it will be much easier to bring back all the other lower rank-and-file fighters and reintegrate them into society. Not that that is not a very difficult process. But we are talking about a couple of hundred. It is nothing like on the scale of Liberia and elsewhere, where you had hundreds of thousands."

It is not known how many children have been abducted by the LRA since 1987. Estimates range from 20,000 to as high as 60,000. 

Lord's Resistance Army crosses into heart of Africa (National Post)

The Lord's Resistance Army is spreading terror and death across the heart of Africa, with reports on Thursday the Ugandan rebels have crossed into the Central African Republic and clashed with local army patrols.

The LRA has been on the run since December after its jungle hideouts in northern Democratic Republic of Congo were attacked by a force of Congolese, Sudanese and Ugandan troops. 

As it fled, it spread a trail of death and destruction across the region, attacking villages, murdering civilians, raping women and kidnapping children.

International aid agencies say up to 130,000 people have been driven from their homes in the past six weeks and as many as 15,000 refugees have fled to southern Sudan.

The multinational attempt to capture the LRA's leader, Joseph Kony, who is wanted by the International Criminal Court for war crimes and crimes against humanity, appears to have failed. But it has unleashed a new cycle of violence that is sweeping through parts of Uganda, northern and eastern DRC, southern Sudan and now the Central African Republic.

"We've seen villages burned and looted, women taken, kids, as young as 12, brought into the ranks of the LRA. The rape and the slaughtering of civilians has been pretty bad," said Avril Benoît, communications director with Médecins Sans Frontières (MSF), who just returned from a three-week emergency posting in the Haut-Uélé district of DRC's Orientale province.

"We're still getting reports. We still have an attack every couple of days. It's not necessarily the mass slaughter like we had around Christmas [when the LRA massacred more than 900 people], but it is relentless and the overall impact on people in the region is absolute terror."

Once attacked, the rebels splintered into several factions that fled their hideout near Garamba National Park. As they scattered, they went on killing sprees, massacring entire villages and kidnapping children for use as fighters, porters and sex slaves.

Kony and his rebels have waged similar terror campaigns throughout northern Uganda for 22 years. They are estimated to have kidnapped more than 20,000 children and displaced nearly two million people.

Hard pressed by the Ugandan army since 2005, the LRA shifted its operations first to southern Sudan, then to northeastern DRC, while it sought to negotiate a peace deal that would give its leader immunity from all prosecutions.

When peace talks had obviously failed last fall, Uganda, DRC and Sudan agreed to a limited military assault to try and capture Kony.

Under that agreement, Ugandan troops are scheduled to begin returning home this weekend.

Their impending departure is raising fears the LRA could regroup and return to its DRC hideouts, and once again seek revenge on villagers suspected of co-operating with the government.

"People feel threatened and those who have gone back to their villages after attacks are starting to activate local self-defence groups," said Ms. Benoît. 

"People who live scattered through the bush have come to town and everyone is afraid of cultivating the fields. All these attacks started right at harvest time, so the people are going hungry. So now you have these little self-defence groups that are increasingly armed with home made rifles and machetes.

"Literally, these are guys who are defending their towns with hammers and bows and arrows."

MSF has been highly critical of the performance of the UN peacekeeping operation in DRC – MONUC – which it says stood by in December while the LRA killed or abducted hundreds of civilians and burned more than 50 villages.

Civilians caught up in the attacks had no protection and had no real access to humanitarian assistance. The UN peace keepers did little or nothing to help evacuate wounded civilians from areas that were inaccessible to humanitarian organizations.

"These civilians were completely undefended by MONUC, the UN forces, by the Congolese and the Ugandans and the Sudanese," Ms. Benoît said. 

"It seems there was a blind spot when it came to that other mandate of all military operations which is the protection of civilians."

Sensitive to such criticism, the UN is now preparing to move 1,000 Egyptian troops, an attack helicopter and two transport helicopters into the area near Dungu, site of the initial LRA attacks.

But now, while villagers brace themselves for a possible return of the LRA, aid agencies are worried they may soon have to combat other more deadly killers, hunger and disease.

"The risk of a widespread nutritional crisis is certainly very grave," said Ms. Benoît. 

"We are tracking it very closely. There are so many signs already of individual cases of malnutrition."

DRC has been embroiled in war almost continuously since 1997 and nearly five million people have died in that period. But most of those deaths have been from hunger and disease in a society shattered by conflict.

Sh45b to bring safe water to northern (New Vision)

THE Ministry of Water and Environment has earmarked sh45b for the provision of safe water and sanitation facilities in northern Uganda. 

Addressing local leaders from Apac district in Apac Scouts Hall recently, Jalameso Ojuka, an official from the ministry, said small towns and rural growing centres in 16 districts in the region would access piped water under the Water and Sanitation Development Facility-North. 

Ojuka said the beneficiary districts were in Lango, Acholi and West Nile sub-regions. 

He said about sh1b would be spent in each of the targeted 45 small towns and rural growing centres. 

Ojuka said ecological sanitation (EcoSan) and VIP toilets would be constructed in the areas under the programme. 

He regretted that water-borne diseases and poor hygiene were threatening human life in the region. 

Ojuka said the project aimed at reducing a family’s access to water sources to 250 metres and an individual to use at least 20 litres of water daily. 

“We target 100% water coverage in the region,” he added. 

Ojuka said the project’s vetting committee would consider availability of land, physical planning and co-funding by the districts while selecting the beneficiaries. 

The project, which is to run for five years, is being funded by Austria. 

Apac district vice-chairman Bob Okae cautioned the project implementers against putting stringent requirements. 

“We urge you to be flexible when choosing beneficiaries because some needy districts might not meet all the requirements,” Okae said.

MPs approve First Lady for minister (New Vision)

FIRST Lady Janet Museveni was yesterday approved as state minister for Karamoja after a one hour vetting session by the parliamentary appointments committee. 

The committee also approved Asuman Kiyingi for the post of state minister for lands, and three new Uganda Human Rights commissioners. 

A source said Janet was asked whether as a politician she did not see it as awkward to be appointed a minister, when her husband is the President. 

Others reportedly asked her whether she would be able to balance her duties as a wife, mother and minister, on top of her projects as the First Lady. 

Speaking to journalists after the vetting, Janet pledged to give her best, but said she would not relocate to Karamoja. 

“I am married. I have a family and a constituency (Ruhaama). I cannot shift there (Karamoja),” she said. 

Asked how the vetting was, she answered: “It was good, and it is necessary. I am a servant of the people and I know Karamoja is one area that requires services. I just want to work with them and to be available for them,” she said. 

She said the ministry had been shunned in the past, adding that it was why she had accepted the position. 

Kiyingi pledged to organise the lands registry and to complete the computerisation of the registry. 

He also pledged to solve staffing problems. 

On corruption, he promised to work with the anti-fraud squad and the Police to rout out corrupt staff. 

The human rights commissioners vetted were proposed chairperson Meddie Kaggwa, commissioners Adrian Sibo, former Prisons boss Joseph Etima and Mariam Wangadya. 

Police recover 36 illegal guns (New Vision)

THE Police in Amuria district have recovered 36 guns and 952 rounds of ammunition in the last six months. 

The district Police commander, Patrick Karamura, said on Tuesday that the guns were voluntarily handed in with the support of the Amnesty Commission. 

“For the six months I have been here, the district and church leaders have helped us to recover the guns,” Karamura told journalists in his office. 

He said most guns were acquired during the insurgency by the rebels of the Uganda Peoples Army and the LRA in the Teso region.

Uganda to launch emergency immunization on polio outbreak (Xinhua)

Uganda is to launch an emergency vaccination mid next month for all children below five years in most parts of the country following a confirmed case of polio, a statement said here on Thursday.

The sample from a 16-month baby in Amuru district, northern Uganda, was confirmed positive with polio virus, the first case in the polio-free East African country since 1996, said a statement from the health ministry.

Sam Zaramba, director general of health services, said that confirmatory tests sent to the African Regional Reference Laboratory in South Africa confirmed the Wild Polio Virus type one outbreak.

"Now that the virus has finally entered the country, all the children below five years are at risk of contracting the disease because the wild-type of polio virus is very infectious and can challenge their defense systems," he said.

The ministry with support from WHO and UN Children's Fund is planning to conduct an emergency vaccination mid next month for all children below five years in northern, northeastern, northwestern and parts of western Uganda.

"The ministry appeals to every parent or caretakers responsible for children below five years to ensure they are fully immunized," he said.

District authorities have been put on alert to mobilize the communities to immunize the children so that the disease does not spread beyond the community it has been confirmed.

"Parents caretakers should visit the nearest health centers or hospitals to update their immunization status The Uganda National Expanded Program on Immunization has enough vaccines and other necessary supplies to cover all the eligible children," Zaramba said.

The health ministry warned last year that the country is under threat of importing the wild polio virus from the neighboring Democratic Republic of Congo and Sudan after the World Health Organization confirmed each case of the virus in each of them.

Due to free movement of people for trade and cultural reasons between Uganda and DR Congo and southern Sudan, it is more likely to import the virus than ever.

When the virus invades nerve cells of the brain or spinal cord, it results in paralysis of muscles that control swallowing/breathing, and renders a victim's limbs, legs and the body trunk flaccid.

Globally, polio is a diminishing disease, occurring more on the Indian subcontinent and parts of west and central Africa. Uganda has been free of the wild polio virus since 1996 and was certified polio-free in October 2006.

UNEB releases 2008 A'level results (New Vision)

A TOTAL of 57,510 candidates who sat the Uganda Advanced Certificate of Education (UACE) last year qualify to join public universities, according to the results released yesterday. 

The Uganda National Examinations Board (UNEB) secretary, Matthew Bukenya, said out of the 89,921 candidates, 65% got two principal passes, up from last year’s 63.7%. Two principle passes are the minimum for joining university. 

However, education minister Namirembe Bitamazire said while releasing the results at the ministry headquarters, that the Government would continue sponsoring only 4,000 students at university while the others would join other tertiary institutions as well as private universities. The five public universities are Makerere, Mbarara, Kyambogo, Gulu and Busitema. 

All universities can only take 25,000 students, meaning that more than 27,000 will miss university admission. Bukenya said the number of candidates rose from 86,632 in 2007 to 89,921 in 2008. 

“This is a substantial number and we are glad that more candidates continue to complete Senior Six,” Bitamazire noted. 

Although arts subjects were performed better than sciences, the Government will continue focusing on sciences-based courses, she said. The Government scholarships will continue allocating 75% to science courses. 

History, Economics, Christian Religious Education (CRE), Geography, Literature in English, Kiswahili, French, Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry and Biology were the best performed subjects in that order. Bukenya said boys continued to outperform girls. 

“Female candidates performed better than males in CRE, Geography, Literature, Kiswahili and foods and Nutrition, while male candidates performed better in Economics, Mathematics, Chemistry and Biology,” he said. 

Most rural districts continued to fare poorly. For instance, Amuru had the highest failure rate of 9.2%, Lira 5.2%, Pallisa 4.3%, Bundibugyo 3.6%, Moyo 4.3%, Adjumani 4.9%, Gulu 4.2%, Masindi 4.4%, Kapchorwa 3.7% and Mayuge 2.8%. 

However, some rural districts posted many candidates with four principle passes. Budaka had 78.9%, Bududa 78.4%, Kaabong 77.4%, Amolatar 77.3%, Bukedea 77.1, Sironko 76.9, Moroto 55.5%, Busia and Ibanda 74.7%. Nakapiripirit and Katakwi districts did not have any candidates in A’level. The traditional schools, as has been the case in the past, outgunned their rural counterparts. 

Government-aided schools also maintained better performance than private ones. The results of 73 candidates were cancelled over examination malpractice such as impersonation and smuggling of materials into examination rooms. 

Bukenya said some schools admitted students with poor grades at the end of Senior Four, which affected their performance in A’levels. 

“Questions that require calculations, no matter how elementary, give candidates a lot of difficulties,” Bukenya noted. 

The traditional schools have continued leading with majority of their candidates dominating the government sponsorship scheme. They are Namagunga, Budo, Kisubi, Namilyango, Gayaza High, Nabisunsa, Makerere College, Kawempe Muslim, Katikamu SDA, Ndejje, Kibuli, Gombe and Namugongo. 

Boys beat girls in S.6 exams (Daily Monitor)

The 2008 UACE examinations results released yesterday show a slight improvement in overall performance of candidates compared to that of the previous year with boys topping girls.

Officials said the 86, 632 candidates, 90 per cent being the first batch of UPE pioneers to take their A-level exams, did badly in Mathematics, Chemistry, Biology and Physics. 

This declaration is certain to jolt the government policy of promoting sciences since the massively failed subjects are requisite combinations for students intending to pursue post-secondary science courses such as human medicine and engineering.

Education Minister Geraldine Bitamazire, however, said, “There is cause for Ugandans to smile as the country celebrates the good performance of UPE pioneers at A-level.

I call upon everybody to support UPE and Universal Post-Primary Technical and Vocational Education programmes for accelerated national development.”

As the results were being released in Kampala, President Yoweri Museveni, currently on a tour of eastern Uganda, told about 200 secondary school head teachers in the region that his government started UPE and USE “to transform the country.”

Prof. Lutalo Bbosa, the chairman of Uganda National Examinations Board (Uneb), told the media briefing at the ministry headquarters that 57, 510 of the 2008 UACE candidates obtained at least two principal passes, broadly qualifying for admission to universities and tertiary institutions.

Government, through the direct, mature entry and quota system slots, however, sponsors only 4,000 students at the five public universities; Makerere, Kyambogo, Gulu, Busitema and Mbarara University of Science and Technology.

This means the remaining 53, 510 otherwise eligible students – but not stellar performers - will miss public-funded university education. Those who can afford will have to opt for private sponsorship while for many; this could be the end of the road in formal education.

Results for a total 73 candidates from unnamed centres were nullified for a range of examinations malpractices, including smuggling unwanted materials, impersonation and benefitting from external assistance.

Officials said the integrity of the national examinations, shattered in the 1990s and early 2000 by repeated leak of examination papers have now been restored through stiff inspection, citizens’ vigilance and tough penalties.

Uneb Executive Secretary Mathew Bukenya said girls excelled in Christian Religious Education, Geography, and Literature in English, Kiswahili and Food and Nutrition subjects while males beat them in Economics, Mathematics, Chemistry and Biology. 

Mr Bukenya, while quoting examiners’ observations, said most schools appear not to have completed the official syllabus or recruited O-Level students with weak passes, rendering candidates ill-prepared for the UACE exams. 

Many of the 2008 A-level candidates, he said, lacked proficiency in English, the official language of instruction, resulting in students misfiring on questions and recording jumbled answers.

Science students could not use correct scientific terminology, failed to write complete and balanced equations and were ignorant of correct symbols and formulae as well as making accurate drawings of specimens.

Mr Bukenya said, “There is evidence of lack of integration of practical and theory lessons by teachers…some candidates were unable to transfer knowledge they have acquired in one area to solve a problem in another.”

This disclosure appeared to upset Minister Bitamazire who ordered teachers to shift their teaching methods from giving students pamphlet-based tips on answering questions to comprehensive learning that ignites critical thinking in the young scholars.

“Any A-level student who cannot analyse, record and critique, is having a raw deal. Such a student going to the university with a weak [academic] base is at perpetual disadvantage,” she said.

The official release of the results was preceded by a brief ceremony during which Mr Peter Lokeris, the outgoing state minister in charge primary education handed over to his successor, Dr Kamanda Bataringaya, the former state energy minister. The two were swapped in the recent cabinet reshuffle. 

A total 89, 921 students registered for the 2008 examinations, but 1, 458 never sat the papers for reasons ranging from early expulsion from school for defaulting on tuition, ill health and negligence.
Katakwi, Nakapiripirit didn’t enroll any student (Daily Monitor)

The prospect of the 9.6 million poor Ugandans accessing higher education dimmed yesterday as it emerged Katakwi and Nakapiripirit Districts failed to enroll any candidate for 2008 UACE examinations.

Both Districts in the largely under-developed northeastern Karamoja region, better known for cattle rustling, have a combined population of 329, 500 people. 

None of them, however, could enlist for A-level, twelve years after government introduced Universal Primary Education (UPE) – and later USE in 2007 - to offer free educational opportunities for the masses.

Education Minister, Ms Namirembe Bitamazire released results of last year’s UACE exams, administered by the Uganda National Examinations Board (Uneb), on Thursday. The results showed a 1.3 per cent improvement in general performance compared to that of 2007.

The number of students obtaining two principal passes, required to advance beyond Senior Six increased. Overall, boys posted stronger scores in Economics, Mathematics, Chemistry, Biology; considered hard-to-do subjects for most students. 

While the total 35, 843 girls who sat the papers excelled in arts subject combinations of Christian Religious Education, Geography, Literature in English, Kiswahili and Foods and Nutrition. 

This means most of them would only be able to pursue arts or humanity courses, reinforcing the gender disparity in science disciplines in the country.

An analysis of the Uneb statistics indicate far-flung Districts such as Budaka, Bukedea and Moroto did well because when the number of students who sat the UACE exams is computed as a percentage of the total enrolment in those Districts, it gives 79-80% scores of pass rate (See table on page…).

It is not, however, given that those who score the minimum two Principal Passes will roll over to the next state. 

University and Tertiary institutions prefer to pick top performing students and many of these, like in previous years, come from traditionally strong schools in the central region.

One third of the candidates who sat for the Uganda Advanced Certificate of Education (UACE) examinations, are set to miss out on admission into government institutions of higher learning.

According to the results released by the Uganda National Examinations Board (Uneb), 30,898 out of the 89,916 or 34.3 percent of the candidates failed to get the two principal passes necessary for admission into tertiary institutions. 16,799 students registered only one principal pass, 12,521 recorded subsidiary passes whereas 1,578 were complete failures. 

For every three boys who failed to meet admission requirements, there are two girls. 18,011 boys failed to progress to the next level, compared to 12,887 girls. 89,916 candidates sat for the UACE examinations.

Even though this was the first year for Universal Primary Education (UPE) children who started out in 1997, the number of candidates did not significantly increase.

After spending 12 years teaching biology, chemistry and physics, I had to quit the teaching profession because there was no career growth. I am certain there are many teachers in the country who can relate to my story - that is why the fundamental problems haunting thousands of teachers in Uganda today have to be addressed.

I was shocked to read about the 2008 O-level results where more than 60 per cent of the students failed chemistry and physics. Does this bother anyone in the Ministry of Education at all?

Unfortunately, majority of the students who failed the examinations live in the rural areas and according to the Education ministry, these students either have no laboratories or the laboratories are poorly equipped. 

But the problems facing rural schools are much more than poor laboratories or lack of it. The quality of education has consistently declined in upcountry schools over the years and the Ministry of Education has not been paying keen attention to this problem for a long time.

While it is true that most schools do not have laboratories, the sprawling number of private schools has worsened this problem. Some of these schools do not have enough qualified teachers and the patrons are milking parents, and exploiting students. All this is happening because there is lack of regulation given the lax policy on starting schools. 

Many rural schools also lack adequate facilities such as libraries. This, coupled with low morale among teachers, impacts greatly on performance. Often, teachers do not receive their salaries on time. Many have resorted to moonlighting to supplement their meagre income.

How can teachers be expected to be in the classroom everyday while they must struggle to put food on the table? How can they provide quality instruction if they are spread so thin? When do they pay attention to the needs of every child? 

There are a series of problems that the ministry needs to address in order to improve the quality of education in upcountry schools, one of which is supervision of teachers.

There is no performance appraisal standards in most schools and many teachers who should actually not been in the classroom, are teaching because nobody cares to stop them. They come to the classroom drunk and untidy. If we allow this state of affairs to continue in our schools, what message are we sending to the younger generation? 

The Ministry of Education and school administrators need to set high performance standards for teachers. Students need to be empowered to evaluate the performance of their teachers and those with poor performance records need to be dismissed.

The quality of teacher education also deserves serious attention. For many years Teacher Training Colleges (TTCs) have been taking students who have passed with weak grades. If we pay teachers decent salaries, TTCs will be able to attract bright students who want to make a career in teaching.

Most secondary schools are also crowded, with one teacher teaching 120 students or more. As a result the teacher cannot pay enough attention to students who are not doing well in class.

These are fundamental problems that erode the quality of instruction in the classroom. The ministry needs to regulate the teacher-student ratios because this, with other related problems compound to erode the quality of education.

There is also need to improve nutrition by providing a more balanced diet instead of feeding students on beans and ugali throughout the year.

Balanced diet is essential for development of the body. And, most importantly, the ministry needs to look at the statistics of school performance and use it to allocate resources to address these problems.
