Kalazar: One case of Kalazar was reported in this week

Neonatal Tetanus: No cases were reported this week

Measles: No case of measles was reported this week. 
AFP: No case of suspected AFP was reported this week 
Malaria: The incidence of Malaria declined slightly this week and has come lower compared to the past week. There is no specific factor to attribute to this decline. As shown below, in Fig 1 incidence of malaria declined below that of the past year

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Abim district continued to report fluctuating decline in the prevalence of malaria but is yet to stabilise.
Dysentery:

The incidence of dysentery declined in most districts. Moroto & Kaabong reported the highest numbers. Dysentery incidence is most likely mirror of the poor sanitary conditions and very low latrine coverage in the region. Fig 3 below illustrates the situation.
