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GOOD PRACTICES in PROTECTION

Protection covers a wide range of activities that are aimed at ensuring respect for the rights of individuals during humanitarian crisis. Despite the often difficult working environment there are many examples of good practices in protection that have had a positive and tangible impact upon the lives and well-being of individuals and communities worldwide. By sharing such practices staff and partners can support colleagues in other operations to improve planning and programming and strengthen protection efforts. 

WHAT is a GOOD PRACTICE in PROTECTION ?

A good practice in protection can be defined as an action or set of actions that has been demonstrated to have had a positive and tangible impact on a given protection issue, problem or challenge, thus resulting in enhanced protection of and respect for the rights of persons of concern. 

A good practice is not necessarily exhaustive or perfect. Rather it represents the best available solution to a specific problem in light of available resources and working conditions in a given context.

Broadly, to qualify as a good practice a given activity should meet the following basic evaluation criteria: 

· Impact 
It had a positive and tangible impact and resulted in improved protection for individuals and communities. 

· Relevance
It addressed the needs and priorities of persons of concern, in an appropriate and timely manner.

· Coherence
It was consistent with humanitarian principles and professional codes of conduct, including relevant legal standards and IASC guidelines. 

Other evaluation criteria may also be useful when assessing a given practice. This includes effectiveness (did the practice achieve what it aimed to achieve); efficiency (was efficient use made of available financial, human and other resources?); and sustainability (did the practice address root causes and/or have a sustainable impact?)
A good practice should also be in line with the basic principles of protection, which means that it should seek to further respect for people’s rights, without discrimination of any kind, and encourage and facilitate their participation in any decisions that affect their lives.
