	OVERVIEW, PRIORITY GAPS,  ACTIONS REQUIRED: (max 200 words)
A key challenge in regard to the refugee population remains the urban refugee caseload whose population is on an upward trend. Many refugees are rendered destitute with needs in particular relating to medication, proper shelter and support of their offspring to attain education. UPE efforts notwithstanding, uniforms and schooling material is well beyond the financial scope of many a refugee and displaced population. At refugee settlements level, it has in addition been noted that lack of essential drugs is a key problem. Durable solutions to refugee plight remain minimal with resettlement and voluntary repatriation, for those able to return home optimal conditions for return having been met, being the only tangible solutions.

	All refugees, asylum-seekers and IDPs in Uganda including Congolese new arrivals have been assisted under UNHCR assistance programme.  46% of what was appealed for in the CAP has so far been received for this program.

	As of July 2009 All refugees in Uganda enjoy protection have access to primary health services including referrals within and outside the districts to the national referral hospitals. Prevention, promotive and curative services are provided including HIV/AIDS services. Until now 82% of refugee children have access to primary education, 144 students have been awarded secondary scholarship under the ninemillion.org project 164 students awarded University scholarship funded by German Government (DAFI). All the refugees living in the settlements especially in Nakivale and Kyangwali are supplied with save potable drinking water, efforts have been made to reach international standard of 20 litres / days/person, and water projects in the settlements reach 17 litres/day /person.

	Minor Gaps
	As of 3rd July 2009, 98 cases, 330 persons departed for resettlement to USA, Canada, Australia, New Zealand and Norway respectively. Additionally, 78 cases, 274 cases were submitted to resettlement countries. 
In May 2009, the Office commenced the expedited resettlement processing of the Somali caseload (1500 persons) in Nakivale for submission to USA. The Office deployed 1 MAPENDO deployee in Mbarara for an initial period of 3 months to assist with the resettlement processing of the Somali caseload. Despite some donor support, under this resettlement programme lack of staffing and funding remained a major challenge during the reporting period. 
By end of June 2009 UNHCR successfully repatriated 29,770 Sudanese refugees and 2,400 Rwandan refugees. The repatriation exercise of Rwandan refugees started on 12 May and will continue until end of July 2009. Refugees were assisted with transport, meals, security escorts and medical services during convoy movements.  
Despite major achievements witnessed in the repatriation of Sudanese Refugees, more support is needed in terms of staffing to process more cases for resettlement to third Country.
