A REPORT ON ASSESSMENT OF LATRINE CONSTRUCTION IN KOTIDO DISTRICT, KACHERI SUB COUNTY,  NASINYON VILLAGE USING LOCAL MATERIALS.
Assessment date: 13th/07/2009

Introduction 

Nasinyon Village is in Kacheri Sub County. IRC in collaboration with the district under took initiative to sensitize the community to have pit latrines in order to reduce morbidity and mortality sanitation related diseases.  So far, there are 154 pit latrines under construction. 

Objective:

 To find out the knowledge and gaps in relation to latrine construction and usage.

Assessment findings:

The respondents agreed that latrine is a facility that promotes hygiene in a home and community at large. 

In their own opinion, a pit latrine is good as it keeps the excreta and flies which transmit diseases.
Reasons for not constructing pit latrines in the past:

· Ignorance of disease linkage with poor excreta disposal.

· Their great grand fathers never had pit latrines.

· Knowledge gap

How they managed to get pit latrine

· By the health education messages on benefits of good sanitation by the health workers and NGOs (IRC).
· Supporting them with the digging kits

· Supporting them in getting the local materials –logs

· Guiding them during excavation 
Conclusion 
The overall picture from the community responses is that, the community has recognized, appreciated the need for having latrines and the knowledge gap is being addressed as.
· They are willing and happy to use the pit latrines

·  They are ready to dig another, if the one dug fills up.

· They promised not to use bush when their latrines are complete.
