In  exercise of the powers conferred upon the Kotido Town Council 1/97 Section 4D of the  Local Government Act 1997 as amended Regulations Part (III) and(IV) procedure for legislation, third scheduled, and sixth schedules the public Health Act, 1964 Laws of Uganda.
A Bye-law made to establish a code of Sanitary Health Hygiene and other miscellaneous Aspects in Kotido Town Council covering premises dwellings, occupiers tenants/owners, Markets, roads parks, water sources, Garbage collection and disposal centers and all sorts of refuse generally, among other.

BE IT PASSED BY KOTIDO DISTRICT COUNCIL AS FOLLOWS:-

PART I PRELIMINARY:

Sanitary Health and Hygiene Bye-Law, 2008
Objectives

   2-
The Objectives of this Bye law are:-

(a) To establish a code of sanitary Health and Hygiene in compliance with the public health Act. 1964, and Town and Country Planning Act. 1964.

(b) To increase improved latrine/toilet coverage in the Town Council.
(c) To  promote a sustained sanitary health campaign  and hygiene within the Town Council generally,

(d) To promote and sustain cleanliness among all communities within the Town Council.

(e) To provide for fines fees and penalties for breach of this code of health.

Interpretation 3. In the Bye-laws unless the context otherwise requires:-

“Alloatee” means a person who has been allocated a pilot by Council to develop within a given  

  period.

· “Bye-law means the sanitary health hygiene and miscellaneous bye law.

· “Board” means Kotido Town Council Board.

· “Certificate” Means a sanitary Health and Hygiene Certificate issued under these Bye-Laws.
· “Council “Means a Magistrates Court of competent Jurisdiction.

“Council “means Kotido District Council 

· “Court” Means a Magistrate’s court of competent jurisdiction.

· “Owner” include joint owners lease tenant for life, any other person in the actual possession of premises/land or entitled to receive the rents of premises of any tenure or description and the agent or attorney of such person or any of them and any  other person who has an interest in or draws the rents.

· “Occupiers” Means a person in physical occupation of premises, regardless of the   title under which he/she occupies the premises.

· “Officer” means a person authorized by the Council to perform duties in relation to these Bye-laws.

· “Market” means a common place where commodities are bought- and sold.

· “Premises” means land or buildings intended for human habitation whether for the purpose of residence, commercial or industrial business, functions/ places, education, Institutions/School, or  any tent together with the land on which it is situated and a depriving land used in connection these with and includes vehicles, vessels, or conveyance, Markets, among others.

· “Property includes both immovable and movable properties.

· “Road” means any road, whether public or private together with the curbs storm water drains and supporting banks thereof and includes any street, square, court, alley, lane bridge, foot-way, trace, track, path, passage, and high way.
· “site” in relation to any plot/building include offices, out building, yards, courts or gardens occupies, or intended to be occupied therewith.

· “Tenant” means a person who occupies land or premises at the payment of a prescribed rent fees.

The owners/proprietor of premises shall put in place Drainage channel for storm water and sewerage disposal.

An Occupier of premises within Kotido District Council shall maintain cleanliness of the surrounding area around his premises.

                    (e)
An Occupier of premises shall keep short grass on his compound premises, road verge between his premises and any adjacent road.

                    (f)
An Occupier of premises shall, where instructed to do so by the Council remove or lower any fence or wall, trim any tree, hedge or scrub over hanging any street or interfering with the passage of traffic or pedestrians on the street.

An Occupier/owner/proprietor of premises shall where instructed to do so by the Council remove or lower any fence or wall, trim any tree, hedge or scrub over hanging any.

All Hotels, Restaurants, bars, eating/Drinking Places shall have the following minimum requirements: pit latrine/toilet with hand washing facilities, general cleanliness, clean utensils, stores, kitchen, dust bin, serving protective wears, changing room, food cover, drying rack, medical certificates recommending their health status, good water storage facilities and general cleanliness of workers among others.

All Abbattoir/slaughtering slab, soak pit for blood, waste water pit, a pit for residues, clean store, sufficient space, piped water supply, situated far away from habitable places, not in water logged Areas, rails/slaughter ropes/chains, metal polls/stands and transportation shall strictly be in metallic boxes was liable and sterilized (ii) shall also have trained and licensed slaughter man and other support staff who are medically healthy with high levels of personal hygiene.

Cleanliness

For Lodges

Lodges  shall have the following minimum requirements general cleanliness of premises, dustbin, pit latrine with hand washing facilities bathing shelter/bathrooms, booking rooms, stores, small dust bins in each room, uniform for workers, clean water storage facilities, sufficient packets of condoms in each room among others.

MEDICAL CENTRES, CLINICS, Pharmacies, Drug- shops and all other medical related services shall have the following minimum requirements:
(i)        Be allowed to operate upon possessing clearance evidence from national drug authority or any other relevant authority.

(ii)
Keep expected health standards.

(iii)
Keep evidence/records of regular/routine health personnel inspection to ensure adherence.

(iv)
Have adequate room space.

(v)
Have no expired drugs in stock.

(vi)
Be headed by a medical personnel authorized by law to operate the same.

(vii)
 Maintain hand-washing facilities inclusive of soap for such purpose of its clients/patients and staff members.

(viii)
Maintain a toilet/pit latrine with hand washing facilities.

(ix)
Keep three dustbins one for sharp objects another for swabs and one for garbage collection.

(x)
Maintain a minimum of six rooms for medical centers/clinic for purposes of admission and must be headed by a qualified Doctor authorized to practice medicine.

Health Units. Shall have the following minimum requirements 

which include:-

(i) Pit latrines/toilets with not less than two stances with hands washing facility.

(ii) Maintain a health committee to observe whatever goes on at the Units.

(iii) Adequate disposal requirement for disposal of needless, swabs, placenta among others.

(iv) Keep/maintain a good source of water supply nearby.

(v) Maintain protective appliance wears i.e., gloves compound clean by slashing and sweeping.

Cleanliness

(10)
Shops
shall all have the following minimum requirements before it is licenced to operate within the town Council:

(i) Pit latrines/toilet with hand washing facilities, dustbin and store.

(ii) Kept clean at all times.
(iii) A shop not in possession of the above requirement shall be closed and trade license withdrawn until such remedy is put in place and owner thereof shall be liable to pay such fine as it shall be prescribed from times to time by the Council authorities.

Any animal owner who breaches these Bye-laws commits an offence and on conviction liable to fine of shs. 10,000 or a term of imprisonment not exceeding six months or both.

No person shall dispose human feaces  and or excreta in any place other than a latrine/toilet

                      (b)     It is unlawful to urinate on any part of the street, lane, road and /or open space within Kotido Town Council other than in a urinal, toilet/latrine.

No person shall use any public toilet/pit latrine and or urinal without payment of user charge to the Council.

Any person found disposing of human feceas or excreting in contravention of these Bye-Laws commits an offence and on conviction is liable to fine not exceeding shs. 5,000/= or term of imprisonment not exceeding six months or community service.

it shall be lawful for Council to Order the closure of any premises found without any of the  requirements prescribed by these byelaws pending prosecution/punishment of the offender thereof by court action.

It shall be lawful for council to sieze or confiscate any movable property from the owner thereof in breach of these bye-laws pending further investigations/pending by court action.

It shall be lawful for council to dispose such seized properties if the owner thereof does claim for it within a period of six months from the date of seizure or confiscation.

              (d)
It shall be the obligation of the owner of the seized property to pay such costs/fees for the upkeeps/custody of such properties, court fees and costs as it shall be claimed fixed by the council authorities from time to time.

Any owner/occupier who fails to comply with a notice issued under these Bye-law commits an offence and on conviction is liable to fine not exceeding shs.10,000= or term of imprisonment not exceeding six month or both.
(25)          (a)
All Factories, Grinding Mills, Welding Industry and other noisy workshops shall not be established in the Town Council  Without the License from the Town Council.

(26)         (1)
Any person who contravenes any of the provisions of these bye-laws 3,4,5,6,7,8,9,10,11,12 13 and 14 commits an offence.

               (2)
Any person who commits any offence under sub Bye-law (2) of this Bye-Law is liable to conviction of a fine not shs. 20,000 or period not exceeding six months or both.

               (3)
In addition to the penalties prescribed in this Bye-law, the court convicting an offender under this Bye-Law may order the convicted person of any expenses incurred by the Council in consequence of the offence and in particular in rectifying any damage or however done engagements of the offence.

It shall be lawful for the Council to amend fines/penalties imposed by this Bye-Law.
