	The meeting was chaired by the CAO and co chair was the RDC. The District water officer said the prayer followed by self introduction.
	
	

	Communication from the chair
The RDC said he was informed about the eviction and warned against such acts. He said the IDP policy is very clear and it protects the IDPs.
He said partners should inform the District early enough about projects they intend to carry out so that if it affects IDP huts then plans could be there to relocate them. He condemned the approach used in the eviction process used by the sub county authorities. 
The RDC said the eviction order has changed. When court gives an eviction order, the order is then taken to the RDC’s office then the RDC takes that to the police.

The OPM coordinator gave an account of what happened in Pabbo. She narrated how the process begun.

The eviction was in two phases. The first lot was given a three months notice and when the sub county realized that the land was not enough; they gave a two months notice to the second group.

She said there was need to coordinate activities and share information with the district before sending the information to Kampala.

She said the partners projects should not be looked at as a partner’s project but as a District project.

The district should write to the partners condemning the eviction as they request for support for the evictees. 
It was suggested that the sub county leaders be given some refresher training on the rights of IDPs. ARC promised to give some support.
